     The Wahpeton Board of Adjustment met in regular session on Tuesday, November 19, 2019 at 5:00 p.m. in the Wahpeton City Hall. Present were Dick Gauck, Bob Koerselman and Larry Den Herder. Jerry Edwards and Doug Westerman were on speaker phone. Zoning Administrator Jess Radcliffe was also present.
     Gauck called the meeting to order. Edwards moved and Westerman seconded to adopt the agenda as presented. All ayes – motion carried.
     Den Herder moved and Koerselman seconded to approve the minutes of September 17, 2019. All ayes – motion carried.
[bookmark: _GoBack]     The board moved to consider a construction permit request submitted by Jason Pudentz, 1017 Oak Street, Milford, IA  51351. Pudentz is requesting a variance to construct a detached storage shed 12’x 20’ on the north side of the house, and construct an 18.4’ x 10’ deck on the roadside of the house entry area.  The house does not meet the Residential District setbacks. There was 1 correspondence received. There were concerns about the storage shed within the 5’ side yard setback. Pat Mohning, surveyor for the project was in attendance for Pudentz. Den Herder stated the home owner needs to make the shed smaller or move the shed to keep the 5’ side yard setback. Also, Den Herder stated there were findings that a new deck on the back side of the home is now 12’6” x 10’1” and the court house assessor’s page is showing it was only 10’ x 10’ so this deck was rebuilt recently making the home more out of compliance and done without a permit. Den Herder made a motion which was seconded by Westerman but after further review & discussion Den Herder rescinded his motion and Gauck seconded. Den Herder then made a motion to approve the street side proposed deck to be built according to the proposed plans, but the proposed shed (with removal of the existing shed), will be approved when the size and location is brought into compliance with the 5’ side yard setback and the back of the shed meets line of site. The homeowner must have new plans approved for the shed by Zoning Administrator Radcliffe and 2 board members before installation of the storage shed. The storage shed cannot be attached to the house. Seconded by Koerselman. Roll call vote: Gauck – aye, Den Herder – aye, Koerselman – aye, Edwards – aye, Westerman – aye. All aye – motion carried.
     With no further business, Koerselman moved and Edwards seconded to adjourn the meeting at 5:37 p.m. All ayes – motion carried.
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
