This meeting has been rescheduled from the previous date of May 19, 2020.

     The Wahpeton Board of Adjustment met in regular session on Tuesday, June 9, 2020 at 5:00 p.m. partially in the council chambers at Wahpeton City Hall and remotely by Zoom due to COVID-19 and the limitation to gather in no more than groups of 10. Present were Dick Gauck, Jerry Edwards, Doug Westerman, Larry Den Herder and Bob Koerselman. Zoning Administrator Jess Radcliffe and City Administrator Bonnie Tielbur were also present.  
     Den Herder moved and Koerselman seconded to adopt the agenda as presented. All ayes – motion carried.
     Edwards moved and Den Herder seconded to approve the minutes of November 19, 2019. All ayes – motion carried.
[bookmark: _GoBack]     The board considered a construction permit request submitted by Kevin and LeAnn Krull & Tom and Donna Malmgren, who own Lots 6,7,8 of Block 30 Subdivision 2-28-29 & Residence B of Meneyata Park, (the 3 Lots to the east of Kazarelli’s). Krull’s and Malmgren’s are proposing to build a new building for storage and residential space, Commercial Cottage use type. The proposed building size is 50 ft. in depth and 92 ft. in width. These 3 lots are currently vacant and have been this way since the late 1990’s. The Krull’s and Malmgren’s are requesting a variance of setbacks (165.06) for the rear yard to 22 ½ ft. from Lakeside Ave., and on the front yard Kansas Ave. to 22 ½ ft. The property is zoned Commercial with      the setbacks being 35 ft. on the front and rear yard, the side yard setback is 10% of the lot width and      the corner side yard is 35 ft. There 3 correspondence, 2 from Jim Hoiness and another from Steven Douglas all against the permit or questioning water run-off. There were several people in attendance and on line. There was a lengthy discussion concerning the definition of a commercial cottage, the size of the building, if the LID plan was adequate, run off from the pavement, and permitted uses for commercial property, removal of 6 trees and if the storm drain could adequately take the run-off. Pat Mohning with Mohning Land Surveying was at the meeting and explained the LID plan met city zoning requirements of a 1.25 inch rainfall in a 24 hr. period. Jeffrey Rose, Licensed Professional Engineer with Jacobson-Westergard was the person who designed the LID plan. Koerselman indicated the 35 ft. setbacks did not allow for reasonable use of the property. He also felt the variance needs to be approved limiting the living quarters to that of the application. Den Herder moved and Westerman seconded per Chapter 165.17.5.5 of the Wahpeton Code of Ordinances the board approves the variance request limiting the living quarters to one, located on the east side of the structure and maintained as a seasonal residence. Roll call vote: Edwards – aye, Koerselman – aye, Gauck – aye, Westerman – aye, Den Herder – aye. All ayes – motion carried.
     With no further business, Edwards moved and Koerselman seconded to adjourn the meeting at 6:48 p.m. All ayes – motion carried.
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
