WAHPETON BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT
REGULAR SESSION
TUESDAY, AUGUST 20, 2019

     The Wahpeton Board of Adjustment met in regular session on Tuesday, August 20, 2019 at 5:00 p.m. in the Wahpeton City Hall. Present were Dick Gauck, Larry Den Herder, Jerry Edwards, Doug Westerman and new member Bob Koerselman. Zoning Administrator Jess Radcliffe and City Administrator Bonnie Tielbur were also present.
     Edwards moved and Den Herder seconded to adopt the agenda as presented. All ayes – motion carried.
     Den Herder moved and Edwards seconded to approve the minutes of July 16, 2019. All ayes – motion carried.
     Bob Koerselman swore the oath of office.  
     The board considered a conditional use permit request for Presbyterian Camp on Okoboji, dba Lakeshore Center at Okoboji, 1864 Highway 86, Milford, Iowa. The Camp is proposing a deck and patio area for the Lodge. The proposed deck/patio area does not meet the Institutional District setbacks: 165.07.4 and requires a Conditional use permit. The proposed deck/patio area is 138.2 FT from the lakeshore and 150 FT is required in the Institutional District. The board tabled this item at the previous meeting on July 16th to review a previous permit/variance request from 2007. At that time the board approved a variance for the deck but the camp ran out of money and could not complete the deck. Now they are coming back with the same plans. There were concerns about the footing being so close to the sanitary sewer line. Steve Anderson with Great Lakes Sanitary sewer would like the footings to the deck go down to the sanitary sewer line. The board felt the hardship was based on previous approval. Edwards moved and Den Herder seconded per Chapter 165.18 of the Wahpeton Code of Ordinances the board approves the variance request as presented. Roll call vote: Den Herder – aye, Westerman – aye, Koerselman – aye, Gauck –aye,  Edwards – aye. All ayes – motion carried.    
     The board considered a construction permit request for Tim Richey and Susan Fairweather, 1201 Joy Loy Lane, Milford, Iowa. They have purchased Lots 1 & 2 Block 6 of Enderson subdivision. These lots are vacant and on the corner of Linndale St and Joy Loy Lane. Tim and Susan are requesting a variance to place a new year round home on these lots.  They are requesting a variance for the front yard (Joy Loy Lane) to be line of sight with a 15’ setback, to be the same as the property to the west.  Also, a rear yard setback of 33’4”. They would also like to have a line of sight variance on the west side (Linndale St) to be in line with the property to the south.  These Lots are in the Residential District, because it’s a corners lot the Zoning regulations are front and rear yards are 35’ setback, and side yard (Linndale) of 35’ setback. The board received one verbal and one letter in favor of the new build. The hardship is 3-35 ft. setbacks on small lots. Den Herder moved and Westerman seconded per Chapter 165.17.5.5 of the Wahpeton Code of Ordinances the board approves the variance request as presented. Roll call vote: Gauck – aye, Den Herder – aye, Edwards – aye, Koerselman – aye, Westerman – aye. All ayes – motion carried.
     Next the board considered a construction permit request for Patrick & Lori Walsh of 2109 Lakeshore Drive, Milford, Iowa. Walsh’s are proposing to construct a new lake home. The current property is non-conforming due to not meeting the Lakeshore Residential District setbacks. They are requesting a variance for the rear yard (street side) to be 4’ 1 7/8” setback, and front yard to be line of sight setback.
Hardship is lot size. Edwards moved and Westerman seconded per Chapter 165.17.5.5 of the Wahpeton Code of Ordinances the board approves the variance request as presented. Roll call vote: Koerselman – aye, Gauck – aye, Edwards – aye, Westerman – aye, Den Herder – aye. All ayes – motion carried.
[bookmark: _GoBack]     Last the board considered a construction permit request for Allen and Terri Batschelet of 1930 Edgewood Drive, Milford, Iowa. Batschelet’s are requesting a variance to place a pre fab 12’ x 20’ detached garage.  The current property is non-conforming due to not meeting the Residential District setbacks.  The proposed detached garage will be located in the rear yard and will meet the setback guide lines.  Because the building will not meet the minimum of 500 sq. ft. of impervious surface, Low Impact Development (LID) is not required for this project. Their son, Adam Batschelet stated they now plan to move the building further back on their lot at the request of some neighbors, which would now be within the 35 ft. setback. After some discussion, Tielbur stated the Board could not act on this request tonight because the Batchelet’s have changed their plans of where they want to locate the building and proper notification was not given to residents within 200 ft. Batchelet’s will need to bring in a new drawing of where the building will be located, and preferably have neighbors come to the meeting or get letters from surrounding neighbors indicating their concerns or approval of the location. Den Herder moved and Edwards seconded to table a decision until the September 17, 2019 meeting. All ayes – motion carried.
     In further business, there was some discussion about the code of Ordinance and Radcliffe indicated there will be 3 variance requests next month. With no further business, Den Herder moved and Edwards seconded to adjourn the meeting at 6:07 p.m. All ayes – motion carried.
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
