WAHPETON BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT
REGULAR SESSION
TUESDAY, SEPTEMBER 17, 2019

     The Wahpeton Board of Adjustment met in regular session on Tuesday, September 17, 2019 at 5:00 p.m. in the Wahpeton City Hall. Present were Dick Gauck, Jerry Edwards, Doug Westerman and  Bob Koerselman. Zoning Administrator Jess Radcliffe and City Administrator Bonnie Tielbur were also present. Larry Den Herder was absent. 
     Edwards moved and Westerman seconded to adopt the agenda as presented. All ayes – motion carried.
     Koerselman moved and Edwards seconded to approve the minutes of August 20, 2019. All ayes – motion carried.
     The board considered a construction permit request submitted by Allen and Terri Batschelet of 1930 Edgewood Drive, Milford, Iowa. Batschelet’s requested a variance to place a pre fab 12’ x 20’ detached garage 19 ft. from the rear lot line which does not meet the setback guide lines of 35 ft.  The current property is non-conforming due to not meeting the Residential District setbacks.  Because the building will not meet the minimum of 500 sq. ft. of impervious surface, Low Impact Development (LID) is not required for this project. The board tabled the request in August, because Batschelet’s changed the location of the building and proper notification had not been given to residents within 200 ft. There were 4 letters from surrounding neighbors in favor of the new location of the garage. This is a unique hardship because of the shape of the lot, reasonable use of the land but also requests from surrounding neighbors to change the original location. Westerman moved and Koerselman seconded per Chapter 165.17.5.5 of the Wahpeton Code of Ordinances the board approves the variance request as presented. Roll call vote: Koerselman – aye, Westerman – aye, Gauck – aye, Edwards – nay. 3 Ayes – 1 nay, motion carried.
      Next, the board considered a construction permit request submitted by David and Holly Mead of 1401 Jerdee Lane, Milford, Iowa. The Mead’s requested a variance to add onto the existing garage.  The proposed addition would be on the west side of the existing garage and be 46’ x 16’ along with covering an existing patio 13’ 8 ½” x 20’.  The current property is non-conforming due to not meeting the front and rear yard setbacks of the Residential District 165.04.05. The Meads are requesting a variance on the street side to 24.7’ and on the canal side of 31.3’. There was 1 letter in support of the project. The plans do not increase the non-conformity. The hardship is the lot size and setback requirements. Edwards moved and Westerman seconded per Chapter 165.17.5.5 of the Wahpeton Code of Ordinances the board approves the variance request as presented. Roll call vote: Gauck – aye, Edwards – aye, Westerman – aye, Koerselman – aye. All ayes – motion carried.
     The board considered a construction permit request submitted by William and Eleanor Bathe of 1508 Lakeside Ave., Milford, Iowa. They have requested a variance to add a 20’x 14’ second level to the existing garage for living quarters. The current property is non-conforming due to not meeting the Lake Frontage Residential District Setbacks 165.05.05. The street side setback is currently 5.1’. The proposed addition would not make the property any more non-conforming than it currently is.  A LID plan is not needed for this proposal. There were 2 letters received in favor of the project. The hardship is the lack of building space on the lot and it doesn’t increase the non-conformity. Roll call vote:  Edwards – aye, Koerselman – aye, Westerman – aye, Gauck – aye. All ayes – motion carried. 
     In further business, there was some discussion about reviewing the code to better understand its meaning. With no further business, Edwards moved and Westerman seconded to adjourn the meeting at 5:58 p.m. All ayes – motion carried.
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
