WAHPETON BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT
REGULAR SESSION
TUESDAY, JULY 16, 2019
5:00 P.M.  WAHPETON CITY HALL

     The Wahpeton Board of Adjustment met in regular session on Tuesday, July 16, 2019 at 5:00 p.m. in the Wahpeton City Hall. Present were: Dick Gauck, Larry Den Herder, Jerry Edwards and Doug Westerman. Zoning Administrator Jess Radcliffe and City Administrator Bonnie Tielbur were also present.
     Den Herder moved and Edwards seconded to adopt the agenda as presented. All ayes – motion carried.
     Edwards moved and Den Herder seconded to approve the minutes of June 18, 2019 & June 25, 2019. All ayes – motion carried.
     The board considered a variance request for a construction permit submitted by Leo and Jane Milleman of 1928 Manhattan Blvd, Spirit Lake, Iowa, and are requesting a variance for a proposed new addition and garage. After being tabled at an earlier Board of Adjustment hearing, the Milleman’s have revised their proposed construction addition with updated site plans to match the exiting overhang on the south side, side yard setbacks and offset the proposed addition side yard setback to comply with Lake Frontage Residential setbacks. The Milleman’s are requesting rear yard (street side) setback of 33.7’. There is no change to the lakeside of the residence. The overhang is in the 35 ft. setback by 15” to be compliant they would still have a 4” overhang. There was 1 correspondence indicating no objections to the proposed build. The board felt there was not a hardship in this project it was just cosmetic.  The structure could be made to comply with the zoning ordinance. They still need a variance because they are adding onto a nonconforming structure.  Edwards moved and Westerman seconded to approve the building permit but do not approve the variance for the street side variance request per Chapter 165.17.5.6 of the Wahpeton Code of Ordinance. Roll call vote: Gauck – aye, Den Herder – aye, Edwards – aye, Westerman – aye. All ayes – motion carried.
     Next, the board considered a construction permit request for Michael and Sara McFarlin of 1516 Lakeside Ave, Milford, Iowa. McFarlin’s are requesting a variance for a proposed new construction. The current structure is non-conforming due to not meeting the Lake Frontage Residential District setbacks: 165.05.5. The McFarlin’s are requesting a variance to build to line of sight for the proposed house and line of sight for patio area. They are also requesting a variance to the rear yard (street side) setback to be 28 ½ ft. They have a small lot 50’ wide and want to build a 2 story year around home. They want to remove the current home, move the location of the new home back about 12 ft., but they need a variance to build to the rear of the home. The hardship is the size of the lot. There was no correspondence. Den Herder asked about a low spot in the yard and what they plan to do about that. They plan to build up their yard and put a tile between properties to drain the water to the lake. Den Herder moved and Westerman seconded per chapter 165.17.5.6 of the Wahpeton Code of Ordinance the board approve the variance request as requested. Roll call vote:  Edwards – aye, Gauck – aye, Westerman – aye, Den Herder – aye. All ayes – motion carried.
[bookmark: _GoBack]     The board considered a construction permit request for William and Patricia Treimer of 2721 Breezy Heights Dr. Milford, Iowa. Treimer’s are requesting a variance for a proposed bedroom addition to the master bedroom, located on the northwest corner of the residence. The proposed addition of 10’8” x 20’ 6” with an overhang would not meet the Residential District setbacks, rear yard area. The gutters are the reason for the variance request, being 10” to 15” into the required rear yard setback. Low impact design is not needed for this application, due to not meeting the minimum 500 SQFT increase of impervious surface. There was no correspondence. Treimer’s were trying to retain the hip roof. The board felt they did a good job keeping the bathroom small but it also needs to be usable, they felt this was the hardship. At some point they want to build a garage. Den Herder moved and Westerman seconded per Chapter 165.17.5.6 of the Wahpeton Code of Ordinances the board approve this variance request as requested. Roll call vote: Westerman – aye, Gauck – aye, Den Herder –aye, Gauck – aye. All ayes – motion carried.
     The board considered a conditional use permit request for Presbyterian Camp on Okoboji, dba Lakeshore Center at Okoboji, 1864 Highway 86, Milford, Iowa. The Camp is proposing a deck and patio area for the Lodge. The proposed deck/patio area does not meet the Institutional District setbacks: 165.07.4 and requires a Conditional use permit. The proposed deck/patio area is 138.2 ft. from the lakeshore and 150 ft. is required. The purpose of the deck is to finish the lodge that was built in 2010. It would be used to hold weddings, receptions and retreats, maintain a view of the lake while having a capacity of about 100 people. The proposed deck is 24 ft. deep by 50 ft. wide. Edwards questioned the location of the building if they knew the setback of 150 ft. They indicated the only setback they were aware of was a 20 ft. easement for a sewer line that went in front of the building. There were concerns about the footings because of the sewer line and concerns about drainage issues because of the previous build. A neighbor to the camp, Diane O’Hern built her home on West St. in 2001; she never had water issues until the building was built in 2010. She has tried to talk with the camp and has had the area surveyed but the camp has not done anything to correct the water runoff.  She now has concerns about additional run off from the deck. The camp said they will have Beck Engineering look into the drainage issue. There were concerns why the camp did not build the structure back farther knowing the 150 ft. setback. Other buildings on the site would prevent moving the structure back much farther. A permit was issued in 2007 but the deck was not built at that time. However, questions were asked who does this interfere with, any line of site problems, what kind of interference with the neighbors, all of which there is no issues. They discussed the ordinances, Planning & Zoning, the Council, all who feel property owners should comply with the rules put in place. The hardship would be cutting the deck in ½ so it wouldn’t be usable for weddings and other events. Edwards moved and Den Herder seconded to table this indefinitely until the camp has time to try to comply with the zoning rules. Roll call vote: Westerman – aye, Edwards – aye, Den Herder – aye, Gauck – aye. All ayes motion carried.
     Radcliffe updated the Board on upcoming variance requests for August. He also discussed some issues with residents building and doing landscaping without getting building permits. With no further business, Edwards moved and Westerman seconded to adjourn the meeting at 6:45 p.m. All ayes – motion carried.
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
